Town Clerk Bellardo read the following into the record:
· Received our 3rd quarter sales tax of $485,610.66 which is a 5.29% increase from last year.

TOWN OFFICER REPORTS
Councilwoman Whitmore wanted to put a rumor to rest that we are getting rid of the police department.  That is 100% false and she wanted it on the record.
Councilman White wanted to talk about dissolving a paper street and wanted to know if there was a way to grant an easement so that the Town could still get access to it.  Attorney Fiore-Lehman said that it really depends on the street.  If the Town has an interest in it, it is difficult to dissolve the ownership of the paper street even with an easement.  

Highway Superintendent Pickett ordered a snowplow in February with a delivery date of September.  It cannot be built until 2025 with a price increase of $2750.  He recommends that we go ahead with the purchase.

Lake Paper Street

Attorney Fiore-Lehman advised the Board that there was an exchange of property between the Town and a resident.  The Town’s portion was never completed decades ago.  There was a change of attorney for both entities and the transfer never happened.  The resident is now deceased so the transfer needs to be made to the estate.  She is getting the name of the attorney handling the estate and will get the property transferred to the estate.

Feeding of Wild Animal Ordinance
Attorney Fiore-Lehman drafted the legislation.  She spoke with Chief Ohnmeiss and would like to have a meeting with Councilman White, the Code Officer, and herself to put it in a final form for the next meeting.
Pump Replacement – Airport Water District
Highway Superintendent Pickett advised the Board that a pump needed to be replaced in the pump house building at the bottom of Airport Hill. It is almost 20 years old and needs to be replaced.

New Sweeper
Highway Superintendent Pickett advised the Board that he planned on purchasing a new sweeper next year to replace the current one that is 15 years old.  He would like to move the purchase ahead and purchase a new Freightliner M2 106 Plus at a cost of $363,965.58.  It is on State bid through an Onondaga County Statewide Contract. He would like to take the $163,000 from the excavator to put towards the purchase.  The remainder of the cost will be from the equipment reserve.
