Ray expressed the concern of gear oil running into people’s wells. Ray stated that if wind mills are allowed to come in DEC should be involved. Contaminate structure concern. Councilman Kohler agreed and purposed to further investigate. 

Brook Hansen-Ivett asked who is or will be the new emergency fire disaster coordinator. Councilman Hansen-Ivett stated that he asked Steve Raiport if he would be interested in being the emergency disaster coordinator again. Steve stated that he is no longer interested.
