1.  Water Billing & Shut Off Procedure for Delinquent Bills

There was 53 customers that had past due bills totaling $28,000, 13 customers have paid the past due
and made arrangements, there is 40 with no response.   We will be sending out shut off notices on September 1, 2023, if not paid by September 15, 2023 they will be shut off on September 18, 2023.

2.  State Comptroller Audit

New Business: 
1.  NYS DEC-Order of Consent to resolve violations on the Environmental Conservation Law at the Village’s Wastewater Treatment Plant.  The Order requires corrective action and the payment of a Civil Penalty of $1,850.00.  

We have to submit a staffing plan for certified operator, a sign for the outfall, a plan for maintenance on the pumps & blowers within the next 3 months. All DMR’s & past due annual flow certifications submitted within the next month.  
2.  Generator for Village Hall for emergencies 
The generator at the DPW needs to be used for the pump stations in case of an emergency.  We will have to check into getting one for the Village Hall.
