Departmental Reports:
Highway reported on activities for the month of March which included cutting trees, sweeping intersections, plowing and meter readings for Water Dist. 3.  Seven (7) employees were recertified with UDIGNY. 

Town Clerk’s monthly report for March was submitted and filed. Collections totaled $6,226.24 and disbursed as follows:  Supervisor- A Fund: $3,386.81, B Fund: $200.00, SS1 Fund: $2,292.87, SW3 Fund: $221.00. NYS DEC license sales: $33.06 NYS Animal Population Control program: $70.00,
NYS Dept. of Health $22.50. 
Quarterly Water and Sewer bills processed and mailed. April Dog licenses renewals mailed along with reminders for all expired licenses.  Worked with Assessor’s office preparing addresses for spring cleanup notices to be sent to 3rd party to print and mail.  Local Government Conference at Houghton College is scheduled for June 6th .  Must register online by May 31st or submit registration forms to the Town Clerk no later than May 3rd.  The clerk’s office will be closed April 24, 2024 for conference.  

Town and County tax collection ended 4/1/24.  Final reports and disbursements are being prepared for submission to the County tax office.  Total collections received: $11,992,837.72.  Total Unpaid taxes: $846,422.85 

Code/Zoning report submitted and filed.  29 Permits issued for the Town with project total of $1,533,147.19 and 11 for the Village with project total of $86,600.00.  29 Permits were closed for the Town with a project value of 359,487.00 and 5 permits closed for the Village with a project value of $60,500.00. Zoning Board had 4 cases for March.  No cases are currently scheduled for April.  
The office is currently working on a backlog of inspections to close outstanding permits.  
Beaujean Rd. Violation
After working with the Town’s attorney, notice of violations were served to the property owners of 7127-7147 Beaujean Rd. with a deadline to resolve violations by April 30, 2024 before further action is taken.  

Assessor’s report was submitted and on file in the Clerk’s office.  Work is being completed for the valuation of new construction and demolition projects.  All properties will be valued for the May release of new assessments.

Town Property-Sale of Property on Academy Street

Ag Districts- Lateral Restrictions for Water/Sewer Lines

RESOLUTION IMPOSING CONDITIONS FOR PUBLIC WATER AND SEWER LINES
IN AN AGRICULTURAL DISTRICT LOCATED IN THE TOWN OF CHAUTAUQUA
The Town of Chautauqua imposes the following conditions, on the management of water/sewer lines located along Rte. 430 within an agricultural district, maps of which are attached to this resolution showing the boundaries of the agricultural district in relation to the parcels indicated:

(1)	The only land and/or structures which will be allowed to connect to the proposed waterline or sewer within an agricultural district will be existing structures at the time of construction, future agricultural structures, and land and structures that have already been approved for development by the local governing body prior to the date of filing of the Notice of Intent by the municipality.  

Land and structures that have been approved for development refer to those properties/structures that have been brought before a local governing body where approval (e.g., subdivision, site plan, special permit) is needed to move forward with project plans and the governing body has approved the action.  If no local approval is required for the subdivision of land and/or the construction of structures, the municipality accepts the limitation under Public Health Law §1115 that defines a “subdivision,” in part, as “any tract of land which is divided into five or more parcels.”  Water and/or sewer service will not be provided to more than a total of four residences, buildings and/or structures on any tract of land which has been divided into parcels after the date of filing of the NOI by the municipality, where no local approval is required and the land is located within a county adopted, State certified agricultural district. 

(2)	If a significant hardship can be shown by an existing resident, the lateral restriction to the resident’s property may be removed by the municipality upon approval by the Department.  It is the responsibility of the resident landowner to demonstrate that a hardship exists relative to his or her existing water supply or septic system and clearly demonstrate the need for public water or sewer service.  The municipality shall develop a hardship application to be filed with the municipality, approved by the County Department of Health, and agreed to by the Department of Agriculture and Markets.

(3) If it can be demonstrated to the Department’s satisfaction that the landowner requested the county to remove his or her land from an agricultural district at the time of district review and the county legislative body refused to do so, lateral restrictions may be removed by the municipality if the Department determines that the removal of the restriction for the subject parcel(s) would not have an unreasonably adverse effect on the agricultural district.

(4)	If land is removed from a county adopted, State certified agricultural district and the district has been reviewed by the county legislative body and certified by the Commissioner for modification, lateral restrictions imposed by the municipality are no longer in effect for the parcels of land that have been removed from the agricultural district.

Supervisor Emhardt opened stating the revised law would strengthen current regulations for solar projects in the Town of Chautauqua and clarify the application process.   

Karen Engstrom copied the following recommendations to the Board for consideration;
 —  Protect the lake by not siting industrial solar projects in Chautauqua Lake watershed.
 —  Require an annual report be provided to the board by the developer - of the number of megawatt hours of electricity produced during the preceding year compared to the number of megawatt hours of electricity projected for the project.
  —  Given the recent assessment and recommendations of the Chautauqua Agriculture and Farmland Board, propose the revised solar law include an automatic positive declaration for all projects.
Relevant Quotes from AFPB:
“Conversion of land into solar will result in the loss of farmland in the area and will cause more competition for remaining land among farmers…will result in major impacts to farmland in the County…”
—  Cost benefit analysis be done for all renewable projects.

Councilman Cummings responded that the Town Boards, with the assistance of Wendel Engineering and the Town’s attorney, has worked diligently on the revisions to address these concerns.
Attorney Seachrist read a section of the amended law and stated the main change that would affect the large-scale solar projects are the siting requirements.

Water District 2 Supply & Extension-Order Calling Public Hearing for 202b
Supervisor Emhardt stated the public hearing previously scheduled for tonight at 7:35pm will have to be rescheduled due to changes submitted by the engineer revising the costs per household.  The following revised order was copied and reviewed by the Board.

     A RESOLUTION CALLING A PUBLIC HEARING OF THE TOWN BOARD OF THE TOWN OF CHAUTAUQUA, CHAUTAUQUA COUNTY, NEW YORK, PURSUANT TO SECTION 202-b OF THE TOWN LAW, TO CONSIDER AN INCREASE AND IMPROVEMENT OF THE FACILITIES OF THE TOWN OF CHAUTAUQUA WATER DISTRICT NO. 2 IN AND FOR SAID TOWN AT A MAXIMUM ESTIMATED COST OF $8,190,000.

WHEREAS, the Town Board of the Town of Chautauqua, Chautauqua County, New York, has had under consideration a map and plan as well as an estimated of cost for a proposed increase and improvement of the facilities of Water District No. 2 in said Town (hereinafter, “Water District No. 2” or simply, the “District”), a general plan to drill new wells for and make some improvements to the said District, and a report of the proposed method of financing and operation thereof; and
WHEREAS, said map, plan and report, including an estimate of the cost, were prepared by Ramboll, competent engineers duly licensed by the State of New York, and have been filed in the office of the Town Clerk of said Town, where the same are available during regular office hours for examination by any persons interested in the subject matter thereof, including estimate of cost; and
WHEREAS, the Town Board previously extended the boundaries of the District by resolution adopted April 11, 2022, which resolution also approved the installation of two (2) groundwater wells in the hamlet of Dewittville, the construction of a support building of approximately 1,000 square feet to house water softening equipment and chlorination equipment, exterior 15,000-gal above ground clearwell tank, standby natural gas driven generator and electrical/instrumentation systems, a flow distribution structure (below grade) and an absorption field for handling of process wastewaters; the construction of a support building of approximately 120 square feet at the Existing Standpipe site to house chlorination equipment and electrical/instrumentation systems, a new altitude valve and vault for connection to existing standpipe inlet/outlet piping; demolition/decommissioning of the existing water treatment plant building and equipment; approximately 14,200 linear feet of 8-inch diameter pipeline; tee connections and valving for future extensions; and fire hydrants, including original furnishings, equipment, machinery, apparatus, valves, hydrants, appurtenances, and incidental improvements and expenses in connection therewith, all as more fully described in the map, plan and report hereinbefore described; and 
WHEREAS, the description of the boundaries of said District is available for review at the Town Clerk’s office, but generally includes all of the Chautauqua Lake Estates, Point Chautauqua, Dewittville, and all of the land between Springbrook Road on the north, Chautauqua Lake on the southwest, and the town line on the south and east; and
WHEREAS, the maximum estimated cost of said improvements is $8,190,000; and
WHEREAS, the proposed method to be employed for financing such improvements is the issuance of serial bonds for the balance, and
WHEREAS, the Town intends to apply to other sources of low interest loan and grant funding that would reduce the local costs and the cost estimates set out below, including from the Water Infrastructure Improvements Grants and Drinking Water State Revolving Fund administered by the New York State Environmental Facilities Corporation; and 
WHEREAS, all users within the District will pay for the capital costs of the new water supply and transmission lines running therefrom, for the operation and maintenance costs of the District, and for the capital improvements fund, but only users within the extension area will also pay for the capital costs of the southward extension of the waterlines within the extension area; and
[bookmark: _Hlk161144138]WHEREAS, the Town received $4,020,000 grant funding for the project, the estimated cost to the typical property in the first year in which operation, maintenance, debt service and other charges and expenses are to be paid is: (1) to customers within the existing District (174 equivalent dwelling units) $ 1,187.11; and (2) to customers within the extension area who are benefitted but not connected (122 half-EDU), $ 320.57. 
WHEREAS, as the customer base expands within the extended District to approximately 350 total EDU, the estimated annual cost to the typical property is expected to be $ 786.92; and
WHEREAS, at full buildout, with a total of 519 EDU across the entire District, the estimated annual cost to the typical property is estimated to be $ 560.05; and
WHEREAS, a detailed explanation of the manner by which were computed said estimated costs of fees and first-year costs to the typical property has been filed in the office of the Town Clerk at 2 Academy Street in Mayville, New York where the same are available during regular office hours for examination by any person interested in the subject manner thereof; and
WHEREAS, said capital project for said District and the extension thereof have been determined to be an Unlisted Action pursuant to the regulations of the New York State Department of Environmental Conservation promulgated pursuant to the State Environmental Quality Review Act, the implementation of which as proposed, the Town Board has determined will not result in any significant environmental effects and a Short Environmental Assessment Form is available on file in the office of the Town Clerk where it may be inspected during normal office hours; and
WHEREAS, it is now desired to call a public hearing on said proposed increase and improvement pursuant to Section 202-b of the Town Law; NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT
ORDERED, by the Town Board of the Town of Chautauqua, Chautauqua County, New York, as follows:
	Section 1.  A meeting of the Town Board of the Town of Chautauqua, Chautauqua County, New York, shall be held at the Chautauqua Community Building, 2 Academy Street, Mayville, New York, in said Town, on the 8th day of  May, 2024, at 7:25 P.M., Prevailing Time, for the purpose of holding a public hearing on the proposed increase and improvement of the facilities of Water District No. 2 in said Town, referred to in the preambles hereof, at which time and place said Town Board will hear all persons interested in the subject thereof concerning the same.
Section 2.  It is hereby determined that all expenses of the Water District No. 2, including all Districts heretofore or hereafter established, shall be a charge against the entire area of said Water District No. 2, as extended, including said District hereinbefore described, except that the area currently served by water within said District shall be treated as a separate benefit district within the large district.
Section 3.  The Town Clerk is hereby authorized and directed to cause a copy of this order to be published once in the Jamestown Post-Journal, the official newspaper of said Town, the first publication thereof to be not less than ten nor more than twenty days before the day set herein for the hearing as aforesaid, and said Town Clerk shall also cause a copy thereof to be posted on the sign‑board of the Town maintained pursuant to subdivision 6 of Section 30 of the Town Law not less than ten nor more than twenty days before the day set for the hearing as aforesaid.
