MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING

Mayor DeTine opened the meeting at 7:00 PM.

The Board pledged the flag.

Minutes of the previous meeting read and approved on a motion by Trustee Frisk, 2nd by Trustee Grantier and carried on a vote of 4 ayes and 0 no’s.

Justin Zajicek reviewed the annual and monthly police reports.  He reviewed the goals for the department in the future.  Purchase a taser, a gun safe for evidence, get back to monthly schedules and letter the police cruiser.  Motion to accept the monthly police report made by Trustee Frisk, 2nd by Trustee Mapes and carried on a vote of 4 ayes and 0 no’s.  Motion to accept the annual police report made by Trustee Frisk, 2nd by Trustee Grantier and carried on a vote of 4 ayes and 0 no’s.

Mayor DeTine discussed advertising for the deputy clerk position.  Motion to advertise made by Trustee Grantier, 2nd by Trustee Mapes and carried on a vote of 4 ayes and 0 no's.

Mayor DeTine discussed the problems with people not following recycling rules.  The crew began enforcing the use of clear and white bags and refusing garbage the 1st of the year.  Notice was provided in the new garbage and recycling schedule.

Motion to accept payroll records and pay bills on Abstract #8 made by Trustee Frisk, 2nd by Trustee Grantier and carried on a vote of 4 ayes and 0 no’s as follows:  General $8,646.04, Fire Department $565.29, Water $5,819.75 and Sewer $22,260.79.

Motion to approve water and sewer billing meter reading estimates made by Trustee Mapes, 2nd by Trustee Frisk and carried on a vote of 4 ayes and 0 no’s.

Motion to approve water and sewer billing adjustments made by Trustee Mapes, 2nd by Trustee Frisk and carried on a vote of 4 ayes and 0 no’s.

Motion to approve the water and sewer billing control accounts made by Trustee Grantier, 2nd by Trustee Mapes and carried on a vote of 4 ayes and 0 no’s.

Motion to adopt the resolution abolishing registration day made by Trustee Mapes, 2nd by Trustee Grantier and carried on a vote of 4 ayes and 0 no's.

Motion to adopt the resolution to hold the Village election March 15, 2022, from Noon to 9:00 PM, in the Horn Room of the Town and Village Hall, 1 Schuyler Street made by Trustee Mapes, 2nd by Trustee Grantier and carried on a vote of 4 ayes and 0 no’s.

The clerk informed the board that the Town and Village Hall boiler replacement will begin tomorrow.

John Francisco, Town of Amity Supervisor, informed the board that the cost of a server for the Town and Village offices couldn’t be justified for the amount of data used by the two offices.

Mayor DeTine informed the board that the meeting with MRB Group will be Wednesday at 2:00 and John Francisco will attend.  They will be discussing possible water and wastewater projects and funding.

The clerk informed the board that the transfer of vehicles for the Belmont Fire District is scheduled for later this week.

The clerk informed the board that the opt out local law has been filed.

Trustee Mapes discussed the post on Facebook regarding the opt out local law and possible petition.  The posting was done after discussion with the Mayor other board members.

Trustee Grantier informed the board that the shredding project will need to be scheduled and we should look at a target date in May.  SOP's for water and wastewater will be reviewed at the next meeting.  The 2nd meeting in February we will review the SOP’s for the Police Department and Streets Department.  The 2nd meeting in March we will review any other policies.

Motion to enter executive session for discussion of personnel made by Trustee Mapes, 2nd by Trustee Grantier and carried on a vote of 4 ayes and 0 no’s at 7:30 PM.

Mayor DeTine discussed the appointment to fill Trustee Rodney Evans position on the board.

Motion to appoint Lisa Schmitt to fill the position until the next Village Election made by Trustee Grantier, 2nd by Trustee Frisk and carried on a vote of 4 ayes and 0 no’s.
