TOWN OFFICER REPORTS

Councilman Tyler would like to thank the Highway Department for their outstanding job on removing a dead tree and taking care of the dead deer behind Salvation Army. He also wants to thank the entire town for cleaning up the house on Frederick Blvd. He is also questioning the process for food trucks and garage sales.
Councilman White is continuing to work with the residents on Price Street and the DEC to see what can be done with the resident who is feeding the wildlife.  We could pass a local ordinance stating the minimum height for a feeder.  He will discuss with Attorney Duncanson.
Town Clerk Bellardo advised the Board we received our first quarter sales tax in the amount of $381,799.09 which is 15.77% higher than last year.  She also stated that she received her Certified Municipal Clerk (CMC) designation, which is an international designation.
