Water Project Update – easements are in place.
Skate Park Update – The DPW Department has taken some of the marked trees down and removed, more work needs to be done with the trees by Charles Westfall.
Village Park – Much discussion about the bicycle community and routing through the park and trailhead locations for the EVGV and GoBike Trails.  In general, the EVGV trail will lead to the Ellicottville Library, Elizabeth Street and points beyond.  The Ralph Wilson-Funded GoBike Trail will route cyclists from buffalo to Parkside Drive.   Mr. Slotman pointing to the need to connect the trail system and skate park with access to the business district, and an organized system of shuttle stops to move visitors, workers and residents in and out of the business district the large parking lots and the ski areas and to amenities such as nearby trails, green space and other attractions. Mr. Slotman added he has been meeting with consultants to come up with conceptual design to manage traffic and pedestrian flow, parking, a focal entrance point, trails access and the new skate park.  The board responded that this should be decided by the Village, and not using any of the skate park monies going toward that planning.  Mr. Lowes urged future budgeting for traffic flow plans.
The New Village Park signage - to prohibit parking on the south side of Parkside Drive has been put up.  Mayor Burrell said he received one citizen complaint that a sign had been placed too close to a hydrant, but he has been informed by the Water Superintendent that it poses no problems.

Elk Creek update – We received all of the agreements and will set up with the Town on starting the project.
Mechanic Street Drainage – We have a drainage right of way on Mechanic Street that the end is bad stated Mr. Slotman. We are looking into it.

Town Center Update – Finishing touches are happening and looking good.

Computers – We are ordering a new laptop and returning the one that is not compatible back to the Village.
