Correspondence: 

NYS Dept of Agriculture re-inspection report for SPCA. Facility still not in compliance re- inspect in 30 days. 
Monthly Written Reports:  The Town Clerk, Rentals Report, Hwy Report, Supervisor Financial Report, Dog Control Report and CEO/Building Report were distributed and reviewed.
Rentals Report: Clerk Carlson provided the updated income report for the Complex. Informed Board she has Provided availability and prices, and what was required to 2 BYBL Coaches and a youth travel baseball Coach that are interested in at holding practices here.  They are aware of the Winter Soccer program and schedule. 
Bookkeeper -Diane Frick reported that she did contact the Accountant Linda Twigg for the update on the 2019 AUD. She has been out of office, however there were a few things she needed to research for Linda that were in question. Diane stated she has pulled together some Human Resources information that she would like to discuss with the Board in Executive Session. 
Hwy Superintendent Mike Fox-reviewed his monthly report to the Board. He that they had cleared out sluice pipes due to heavy rain on Labor Day. Signs are now up on Paton Drive, to provide room for School Buses to use the street for School children. He has worked for the past month on this issue with the Transportation Director at ALCS. 
CWO/Maintenance Rick Dixon: reported that he still has not heard back from Moodys Water Supply Services on a date for the Water Well Flow Testing to be completed. He has provided the required Water tests the County requested, and is now waiting on them to tell him the next step. 
He reported he getting pricing on 2 new pumps, pipes, and electricity. The quote he looking into is from Fluid Kinetics. The electrical part will be separate. This would be under the ARPA funds expense.  
Complex: Rick reported there was a major leak in the basement in the Complex that he discovered when checking the Boilers. He repaired it, along with Jerry Peterson assisting. 

Cemetery-Rick provided all the quotes from Burt Young Sales, with details of gasoline or diesel models. 
The Board is tabling the purchase to do a bit more research on pricing due to it is not an immediate purchase. 

PB Chair Wendy Johnston: provided the Board with the PB Meeting Minutes for October. They attended the training in Little Valley which qualified for required credit hours for this year. 
Banners-update: they purchasing has slowed down, however the company that makes the banners has closed temporarily due the storm in Florida. Purchases still can be made and processed throughout the year, there is no deadline. They do keep in contact with Secretary Angela Fox-Jefferds.  

Verizon Wireless information she gathered for the towers are happening in area, however only certain parts will be affected. She is trying to stay up on all the new information coming up on this subject. 

Wendy stated that she has a resident that has requested to have his property zoned differently to coincide with what he has on it, she stated it is residential but needs to be zoned commercial. She has contacted the assessor, who is able to change it on his end. However, the area needs to zoned differently for what it is used for. The area was actually commercial and had been since the 80’s when the New LUMP Book was created, so the area was not zoned correctly according to what the property is used for. Wendy asked the Board to consider holding a Public Hearing to amend the zoning the issue that is at hand or should we wait on the other amendments? Councilman Little asked suggested waiting on more amendments so we weren’t doing several Public Hearings. The Board agreed with Councilman Little. 
Rt 1030 Rte. 219 (campground), for her role as she is working on the packet that will be up for review is this month. At this point the property owner is still working on complying with the stipulations that were required to be awarded the Special Use Variance, and it was to be reviewed in one year from Oct. 2021. At this time, she said the CEO has replied to her that the County is still waiting for the owner to submit his required paperwork. She stated she has emailed and has more questions for CEO John Krist. She was hoping to address the CEO on his part/take on the permits. Clerk Carlson stated he will be arriving about 6pm. 
Wendy stated she also needs a working printer. The Board gave approval to purchase one, it is within her expenditure guidelines. 

Town Assessor-Chris Holewinski introduced himself and confirmed his days and hours. He stated he also needs a printer. The Board approved a printer to be purchased also, it is within his expense guidelines. 
New Business: 

Councilman Little addressed the Planning Board on the recent vacancy. PB Chair stated it has not been filled. 

The Board addressed the public present to see if anyone was interested in getting involved with the Planning Board.  Town resident Jeff Case said he was interested.

Open Forum:

Town Residents and Board members questioned if CEO Krist had addressed the ongoing problems on Paton Drive. Clerk Carlson stated on the paperwork side she knew a building permit was issued to 597 Paton Drive and an appearance ticket which was returned as no one lives at the address marked by the postmaster. 

Resident Tyler Robinson discussed with Hwy Superintendent the concerns expressed from Curtis Peters, ALCS Transportation Director that the bus driver stated she is worried that turning to come down North Street from Paton Drive due to snow there may not be enough room, and she is afraid she may go into a property. Jeff Case, owner of the property stated he would not be upset if something was to happen and she knocks the markers over, they are flimsy and would not harm the bus. Hwy Superintendent Fox stated that the way the roads are plowed should not be any issue anyhow, but they would all keep an eye on it. 
Executive Session:
Motion made by Councilman Newbury, seconded by Councilman Little to go into Executive Session for Legal Advice with Bookkeeper/Human Resources Diane Frick. All voting yes, Motion carried. 
Motion made by Councilman Newbury, seconded by Councilman Little to adjourn Executive Session at 6:40PM. All voting yes, Motion carried. 

CEO John Krist (arrived at 6pm) PB Chair-Wendy Johnston asked her questions pertaining to the Rt 219 property, Krist stated that the County gives the operating permit when all requirements are met. He stated that the owner cannot operate his business until this is granted by the County. Krist stated that the owner can however get a building permit. 
CEO John Krist answered individually questions from the Public and stated he has issued permit to 597 Paton Drive, and that he looked at the roof and helped the owner out as far as how he should continue with the roof to support it and not have to start all over again. Many concerns were addressed to the issues that are ongoing on that particular property. 

Questions were raised on the 573 Paton Drive property and how is partially condemned. Krist stated how a property can be partially condemned. Concerns were vented on this particular property. Krist he actually has worked on an order of remedy for this property, however the time frame expired and an appearance ticket was sent. However, there are setbacks on this also. Krist stated he would be addressing this issue by the end of this week. Clerk Carlson stated he his welcome to review all the previous files to familiarize himself on the situation that has been ongoing for a few years now. Krist stated he would take a look this week. 

Town Justice Mike Soper introduced himself to CEO John Krist. He expressed his interest with working with him on appearance tickets, complaints filed to him. He stated that hopefully they can communicate clearly to each other on appearance tickets, etc. 

Bookkeeper Diane Frick requested the Board to review the preliminary budget packets she has prepared from the work sessions they have done so far. 
Motion made by Councilman Little, seconded by Councilman Barger to set the next Budget Session for October 20th at 3:30pm and November 7th at 4:00pm. All voting yes, Motion carried. 
Motion made by Councilman Little, seconded by Councilman Newbury to set the Public Hearing for the Preliminary Budget 2023 for November 15th, 2022 at 4:30pm. All voting yes, Motion carried. 

Motion made by Councilman Newbury, seconded by Councilman Barger to adjourn the Monthly Meeting at 7:15 PM All voting yes, Motion carried.
