Monthly Written Reports:  The Town Clerk, Rentals Report, Hwy Report, Justice Report, Dog Control, Supervisor and CEO Report were distributed and reviewed. 
Correspondence: 1) National Grid LED Conversion Program-incentive payment update.2) NYMIR inspection report after facility visits. 3)Email from Catt. County Land Bank on blighted homes, can list 3 and turn back into County ASAP. (Revisit to complete by Board)
Highway Dept. Mike Fox provided his monthly report for March.  Town wide Clean-up Day is scheduled for Saturday, May 21st from 8am-12pm. Drop off at the Highway dept as usual.  Beichner dumpsters will be contacted for pricing and set up. Goodman’s will be used for scraps. Plans for this summer are to pave Loney Hollow, do some shoot & chip up Limestone Run by Schoonover’s. Councilman Little asked if he got any quotes, Hwy Superintendent Fox said he could get it from Midland, and Suite-Kote which are State Bids. 
Hwy Superintendent Fox also informed the Board he saw we do not have glass coverage for the Hwy vehicles. Supervisor Rinfrette said he would call our insurance agent tomorrow. 

CWO Rick Dixon: reported that Water/Sewer Dept are all running well. He said that he going through Kellner to get the pumps. He verified he did try to do the Covid Relief reporting online of the expenditures so far and he was not able to log in that it has to be the Supervisor/Book Keeper -Financial Dept to work on this. He stated the deadline is April 30th to report. He has already talked to Bob about it. Supervisor Rinfrette stated that he and Keli have sat down with it, they too are having troubles logging in. Keli is looking for help through help of Lance Jobe as to how to get online with it, Lance has given a few names and numbers he knew of working on the same thing. 
CWO Rick Dixon reported that the water meter has been repaired to meter from for selling Water. It can be calibrated; he can ask Allegany for help. He has talked to Engineer Mike Canada for the Water Project; he is willing to help with getting the bid together. 
Councilman Little asked if there were any forms on file for selling water on file along with the price to charge per gallon. Clerk Carlson said she would look, but has not found anything as of yet. If anything, the minutes from back when they sold to Shale would state the price. 

Clerk Report:

Rentals: Clerk Carlson provided the Fiscal Report to date. 1) Parts R Us is 3 months behind, still not satisfied with former water issues, etc. But pays monthly around the same date. 2) Have not received any correspondence back from the Bradford Raptors Football League, as far as paying for 2021 Locker use, and have not received the Liability Insurance for this year gym use and football field use. 3)New rental for the gym, using as needed for girls’ league basketball practice, few days a month for an hour each session. Scheduling as wanted. 
PB Chair Wendy Johnston: Wendy provided the Board with the PB Meeting for April. Stated the Veteran’s Flags orders are coming in. You have to have to have 12 to orders before placing, they were ordered and have received them and they are very nice. Will be hanging for Memorial Day. Orders are ongoing and does not end. There are 34 more on order at this time. Plans are to hang from Memorial Day - Labor Day. The Car Show Committee is talking with the LVFD to set another one up for this Summer. July 10th is the tentative date, along with a Chicken BBQ. 
PB Chair Johnston advised the Board that the Local Law for Noise Ordinance has been reviewed by the Planning Board, it is very good. It does cover options, one being the decibel range option She has researched decibel decimeters which must be OSHA or Ansi-S1 and they can be purchased very inexpensively. The Board should really review the ordinance to refresh on what is already a Local Law. The next step would be how to enforce it, and whom would be he responsible person to do so. As far as changing it, it is good and really is no need to change, just to enforce. Can be Code Enforcement Officer, or any Law Enforcement. 
Supervisor Rinfrette stated he has looked into Peace Officer status and who would qualify, certification, etc. He stated he would like to discuss at the next meeting. 

Open Forum:
Code Enforcement issues addressed. Campers on Chipmonk Road that are being used as homes. Complaint of Paton Drive homes being built when they have a stop work order, and why did a home have the Condemned Signs removed when they did not have any work done yet. Tarps on roof that have been there for years. Problem on Bailey Drive. Clerk Carlson that she did know a Order of Remedy was issued on that, but does not know where it stands on whether it was remedied by Code or not. Discussion of filing complaints for Code Enforcement. Clerk Carlson you just have to file a complaint, with address. By phone, email, letter or verbal. 
Councilman Bottone stated the Board should set a date to hold a Public Meeting on just Code. Have Code Enforcement Lance Jobe attend the meeting. Board set meeting for Tuesday, April26th at 6PM in the Complex. 

Clerk Carlson advised Board they should have a meeting with Code Enforcement to talk to address the situations, and the whole Board should review The Town Local Laws on Code and Property Maintenance.

Board agreed to stay with Public Meeting set for 4/26/2022 6pm. 

Planning Board Secretary Angela Fox-Jefferds addressed the Board about the Veterans Banners. Stated she keeps being harassed about them not saying Limestone. Board stated they thought that was taken care of. She stated no, she still has problems. She just wants to be sure she is right about the Banners saying Town of Carrollton. The Town Board agreed they already confirmed it months ago, there is no longer the Village of Limestone it is the Town of Carrollton. The Village dissolved. Angela Thanked the Board for the confirmation. 
Ricky Dixon informed the Board that he picked up the Welcome to Limestone sign, it had blown off in the last wind storm we had; The wood was rotted and broken beyond repair. He asked Board what they would like to be done. 

Mike Fox stated he has seen some really nice ones that are made of poly or metal instead of wood. He would gather information for the Board. 
Bookkeeper Keli Rounsville addressed the Board. Requested Councilman Barger to complete personnel papers for payroll. Keli also requested to transfer funds in the amount of $23,500 of ARPA funding to offset these costs which were not included in the final figures BAN proceedings and long-term financing through Environmental Facilities Corporation. 
Supervisor Bob Rinfrette stated that he and Keli have arranged to meet with a CPA-Linda Twigg to review the incomplete AUDs to date. The meeting is set for May 12 @ 3pm for review of what needs to be accomplished and a quote will be provided for services to bring everything up to the current year. Keli stated every time she gets an opportunity to get to the AUD’s something else comes up for immediate attention. She has tried working with Comptroller to help with corrections on the 2019, but have not been able to get to set it up. 

Motion made by Councilman Little, seconded by Councilman Bottone to transfer $23,500 from Limestone Sewer District Special Items 1990.4 to Capital Acct H8120 Other Expenses (earmarked for WQIP). All voting yes, Motion carried. 
Old Business:

Old Municipal Building: Councilman Jay Little updated the Board with the latest walk thru and blue prints designed for the inside work. There were a few changes from the original blue prints. A quote will be provided after the changes have been made. Councilman Little, Jerry Peterson, Rick Dixon, and Mike Fox all gave their input on the work, and what has been worked on so far. Councilman Little said it would still need to go out for bid once we have a quote to work from. 
Motion made by Councilman Little, seconded by Councilman Newbury to adjourn the Regular Monthly Meeting at 6:40PM. All voting yes, Motion carried. 

Motion made by Councilman Bottone, seconded by Councilman Little to go into Executive Session for Personnel at the request of Jerry Peterson. All voting yes, Motion carried. 
Jerry Peterson requested Clerk Julie Carlson to not be present during Executive Session. Clerk Carlson advised the Board the Clerk is supposed to be present. The Board excused Clerk Carlson, and went into Executive Session.
