Monthly Written Reports:  The Town Clerk, Rentals Report, Hwy Report, Justice Report, CEO Report were distributed and reviewed. 
Correspondence: 1) Inquiry from Cattaraugus County Health Department Mosquito Surveillance Program if the Town of Carrollton is participating for 2022 aerial mosquito spraying program. The Board discussed and agreed that it was in the 2022 Budget to participate. 2)Email from Catt. County Land Bank on blighted homes, can list 3 and turn back into County ASAP. 

Motion made by Councilman Little, seconded by Councilman Newbury to authorize Supervisor Rinfrette to sign the letter of interest to participate in the 2022 Aerial Mosquito Spraying Program. All voting yes, Motion carried.   
Highway Dept. Mike Fox provided his monthly report for February.  
Supervisor Rinfrette asked if there are any grants out there that we can possibly apply for to help with renovations and just help in the Town. Clerk Carlson reminded the Board that she has information for a grant writer, and if they want to request a meeting with him to just let her know. The Board agreed they are ready to set it up. Legislator Bob Parker also stated that a good person to contact at the County is Crystal Abers. 
Dog Control Officer Angel Yeager: gave a full report to the Board of her calls and actions up to date. She said she is still gathering more information to be sure she is only doing what she is allowed to do under Town Laws and State Laws. Clerk Carlson gave her correspondence from the County and the list of expired Dog Licenses to date. 
Clerk Report:

Rentals: Clerk Carlson provided the Fiscal Report to date. 
1) Parts R Us is 3 months behind, still not satisfied with former water issues, etc. But pays monthly around the same date. 2) Have not received any correspondence back from the Bradford Raptors Football League, as far as paying for 2021 Locker use, and have not received the Liability Insurance for this year gym use and football field use. 3) Soccer Season was over effective March 12th. 
PB Chair Wendy Johnston: Wendy provided the Board with the PB Meeting for March. Stated they did not have enough to have a Board, but did have a Town resident who had previously wanted to attend and talk about the Veteran’s Flags. Wendy stated she and Board member listened to the resident’s concerns and answered all his questions. 
Wendy informed the Board that she did training on the 5G and it is in the far future, it is not just a cellular issue. Wendy also stated that the Secretary for the Planning Board has stepped down effective February and is still remaining a Board Member. Wendy stated that she would like to appoint Angela Fox-Jefferds as Secretary effective March 15, 2022.  
Motion made by Councilman Little, seconded by Councilman Newbury to accept the resignation from Erica Strauch as Planning Board Secretary effective immediately. All voting yes, Motion carried. 

Motion made by Councilman Little, seconded by Councilman Newbury to appoint Angela Fox-Jefferds as Secretary for the Planning Board effective March 15, 2022. All voting yes, Motion carried. 
Open Forum:
Town Resident/property owner-Ian Clark addressed the Board and CWO Ricky Dixon about free water.  He asked Rick if he gave Liberty (Gas Company) permission to get water from the hydrant on Main Street and are they being metered and billed? CWO Rick Dixon replied that he gave them permission to do use it last year, but was unaware of them using it this year. Rick said he would talk to Liberty tomorrow. Rick stated that the Town has been doing this sort of thing for years. Ian re-iterated from the previous meeting how we are only 136 users paying for water, the Water Department is hurting, and then we are just giving water away to companies that are making money for doing a job. Rick said he was just following what has been done for years. Rick stated he would not do the existing process any more if that is what the Board is requesting. Rick stated that he will do whatever the Board decides, they make the decisions. Councilman Little asked everyone if they understand what is being said. The Board said it needs to be stopped effective immediately. The Board will review the sale of water.  They discussed the meter to be used for selling water, Rick stated it was broken and a new one would be about $2500.00. Bob Burkett asked if he could take a look at it, Rick said sure, but it can’t be repaired. Councilman Little said he will research meters. 

Residents at the meeting are also requesting that CEO Lance Jobe check into the properties located on Main Street and Church Street due to garbage piling up outside of homes. The list was given to the Clerk to give to Jobe. 
Complex Report: Councilman Newbury stated the Elevator still needs to be inspected and he has not heard back from Schindler. He will call them again this week. The Board discussed the inspection and if it isn’t what the actions are to be taken for closing the elevator down. The Board discussed whether it is a good idea or not when wanting to put back on the market soon. 
Supervisor asked what we are going to do with the doors being locked now. Clerk Carlson stated that as previously discussed it is over $2,000 just to upgrade to a new system. Board all agreed that is not what they want to do at this point. Clerk Carlson stated only thing she can do is get keys for all the tenants to enter at the side door when the building is closed to the Public. Board discussed alternatives and Locksmiths. Newbury said he would check with A-1 Locksmith and Hull Electric for alternatives. 
Old Business:

Old Municipal Building: Mike Fox also reported he touched base with the Contractor -Tex Hurd who is to give an overall quote. He received Blue Prints of the work he would do, but there isn’t a quote on it as of this date. Board tossed around all the work and who will do what, the contractor or the Town employees. Discussion of breaking up the work by rooms to get it accomplished and possibly be broken down price wise. Councilman Little said it would still need to go out for bid. Discussion of the garage being rented and it will need to be used for working on the building. 
Board informed Clerk Carlson to give the Tenant of the Garage at 641 Main Street a 30-day notice to vacate completely by April 30th, 2022. 

Motion made by Councilman Little, seconded by Councilman Newbury to adjourn the Meeting at 6:10PM.
All voting yes, Motion carried.
