2)Howard Winkler provided pricing and contract to add outlets to the Main Street Bridge light poles. Note there is an added monthly fee per outlet for the billing statement each month.

Resolution 17-2021: Moved by: Councilman Jay Little, Seconded by Councilman Dan Newbury:

Title:   Resolution Adopting Local Law #2-2021 — “A LOCAL LAW ADOPTED PURSUANT TO CANNABIS LAW SECTION 131 OPTING OUT OF LICENSING AND ESTABLISHING RETAIL CANNABIS DISPENSARIES AND/OR ONSITE CANNABIS CONSUMPTION ESTABLISHMENTS WITHIN THE TOWN OF CARROLLTON” 

WHEREAS, Pursuant to Section 136 of the General Municipal Law and Section 10 of the Municipal Home Rule Law, The Town of Carrollton may from time to time enact such local laws as it deems necessary; and 

WHEREAS, proposed Local Law #2 of 2021 “A LOCAL LAW ADOPTED PURSUANT TO CANNABIS LAW SECTION 131 OPTING OUT OF LICENSING AND ESTABLISHING RETAIL CANNABIS DISPENSARIES AND/OR ONSITE CANNABIS CONSUMPTION ESTABLISHMENTS WITHIN THE TOWN OF CARROLLTON” was introduced by the Town Board; and 

WHEREAS, A Public Hearing on said law was held on December 21, 2021 after being properly called and legally noticed, and 

RESOLVED, that proposed Local Law #2 of 2021 “A LOCAL LAW ADOPTED PURSUANT TO CANNABIS LAW SECTION 131 OPTING OUT OF LICENSING AND ESTABLISHING RETAIL CANNABIS DISPENSARIES AND/OR ONSITE CANNABIS CONSUMPTION ESTABLISHMENTS WITHIN THE TOWN OF CARROLLTON” be and hereby is numbered in sequential number order and shall be known as Local Law #2 of 2021 as required by the New York State Department State and be it further

Resolved, that Local Law #2 of 2021 “A LOCAL LAW ADOPTED PURSUANT TO CANNABIS LAW SECTION 131 OPTING OUT OF LICENSING AND ESTABLISHING RETAIL CANNABIS DISPENSARIES AND/OR ONSITE CANNABIS CONSUMPTION ESTABLISHMENTS WITHIN THE TOWN OF CARROLLTON” as attached is hereby adopted and that it takes effect as provided by law for laws subject to permissive referendum. The Town Clerk is requested to so file said law with the Secretary of State.

The Resolution as stated above is hereby adopted by a majority vote of the Town of Carrollton Town Board at an official meeting held on the 21st day of December in the year 2021, the Ayes, and Nays take and are recorded as follows: Ayes: Supervisor Robert Rinfrette, Councilman Jay Little, Councilman Dan Newbury,
Councilman James Rounsville. Nays: None. Not Present: Councilman Ralph Bottone. 
Highway Superintendent Mike Fox: reviewed his monthly report, stated he also helped with the major water leak in November on Main Street. 
PB Chair-Wendy Johnston updated the Board on PB Monthly Meeting: The Board met on their own time to decorate around the Bridge on Main Street, and the monument at the Complex. Photos were shared on Facebook and on the Town’s Website. Angela Fox-Jefferds has found a company for the Veterans Banners. The cost is $99.00 per 24x48 banner. Brackets are $50.00 per piece. They are looking into how much to charge individually and the company also provides order sheets for the community to purchase from. 

ZB Chair Bob Burkett: updated the Board on the zoning application submitted to him from Ian and Jayde Clark on 5832 Church Street, they are wanting to put in a Hair Salon next to their home. Date set for Public Hearing is January 10th at 6:00PM at the Municipal Complex.  Burkett stated he would contact the owners to get signatures with intentions stated on the forms to neighbors surrounding the area within in 500ft. of the tentative site. 
Resolution 18-2021 Authorization for Supervisor Rinfrette to sign contract with Johnson Controls for the Fire Alarm System for the Municipal Complex. Moved by Councilman Jim Rounsville, seconded by Councilman Dan Newbury. Contract includes parts to repair system to bring it up to passing inspection. All voting yes, Adopted. 
Complex Report: Councilman Newbury stated we are still waiting for a date on the elevator inspection.  
Winter Soccer: Clerk Carlson asked the Board again about hiring on someone for this Season’s Saturday Soccer games, expressing that this would keep the building upkeep and outdoor walks safe and it is a liability issue. The Board discussed and does not want to hire anyone. The Board stated that they want Soccer to designate a person to be in charge of it. Councilman Newbury will contact the Soccer Committee. 
Old Business: 
641 Main Street -Old Municipal Building Committee:
Lance Jobe reported he has been working and updating Councilman Bottone on his progress with the 641 Main Street project. The asbestos removal is completed, and after not receiving bids for the Roof when advertised he had been directed to seek out quotes. He has received a quote from Top Choice to do the roof for $63,930.00 He reviewed what the work included the timeline and warranty. The quote is good for 30 days. Jobe advised the Board he had already reviewed the information with Councilman Bottone and he was good with the quote. Jobe stated that he, Ricky, Jerry and Mike Fox have been working well together communicating back and forth as to where things stand and reporting to Councilman Bottone. 
Resolution 19-2021: Authorization to accept Top Choice 641 Main Street Roof Quote:
Moved by Councilman Rounsville, seconded by Councilman Little to accept Top Choice quote for $63,930.00 and authorize Supervisor Rinfrette to sign the contract. All voting yes, Adopted. 
Motion made by Councilman Newbury, seconded by Councilman Rounsville under advisement of Town Attorney Eric Firkel to pay Tom Fenner of Fenner Realty $4500.00 for his services in 2021. All voting yes, Motion carried. 

Lance Jobe stated he had talked to Howard Winkler and to replace all the streetlights in the Town of Carrollton that would require to get all the bulbs and sizes for each pole. Councilman Rounsville stated he would do this project. 
Water/Sewer Department:  Lance Jobe updated on behalf of Ricky Dixon (absent)the progress on using the Covid Relief Funds. They are working on stocking the department with parts, tools and items needed on a day-by-day basis as well as emergency supplies that should be on hand and he will continue this while Ricky is out, but will keep him in the loop. 

Motion made by Councilman Little, second by Councilman Newbury for Lance Jobe, CEO to create format be created for Code Enforcement Fix It Tickets -for issues that end up in Court- So that all the information is always updated from Code to Court and back to Code and back to Court. Code will advise Court as to progress on the fix it, so the case doesn’t get dropped or put aside due to lack of communication as to Code standards. The form will communicate back and forth between Court and Code and be signed off by each. All voting yes, Motion carried.  

Executive Session:

Motion made by Councilman Rounsville, seconded by Councilman Newbury to enter Executive Session with Attorney Eric Firkel via phone conference at 6:30PM to discuss Personnel.  All voting yes, Motion carried. 

Motion made by Councilman Rounsville, seconded by Councilman Little to close Executive Session at 6:45PM. All voting yes, Motion carried. 
Motion made by Councilman Little, seconded by Councilman Newbury to set the Organizational Meeting for January 3rd, 2022 at 5:00PM. All voting yes, Motion carried.
