Alsworth opened the meeting at 7:00 pm and led the pledge to the Flag.
Minutes:  Accepted as written with a motion made by Miller, seconded by Graves. Motion was carried.
COMMUNITY COMMENT:  Several residents from the community where the Quicklee’s Gas station is supposed to be built, came to voice their opinions on a gas station being located in their neighborhood. Katherine D’Ariano-Gordnier stated the residence have signed a petition to stop the Quicklee’s from going in this location. Katherine is stating it is in the deeds of the residents that it would have to be agreed for “commercial development.” Town attorney will need to check into this matter. Town does not have zoning laws for the reason of not restricting residents on what they can do on their property. Home owners made it clear they do not want a gas station in their back yards. 
Per Mike Finn town attorney, even if it’s stated in the deed, does not mean in can be automatically enforceable. This project is still in the SEQR process and no building permits have been issued.
FINANCIAL REPORT: Accepted as presented
IDA: Craig Clark brought to the Town Board out of courtesy of a PILOT agreement for ARVOS/LJUNGSTORM. Ljungstorm will have an Off Shore wind project bringing in 100+ jobs to Wellsville. Could be about an 18% impact on the Town tax levy for the PILOT program. PILOT can include a claw back clause in case of closure.
Alsworth thanked Craig Clark for bring this to the board for discussion.

FIRE CONTRACT: Nothing to report from the Attorney’s discussions as of yet.
A motion was made by Graves to pay $137,500 for Jan 1,2022 - December 31, 2022 Fire Contract that was asked from the Fire Department Treasurer Karyn Pratt by email on September 13, 2021, seconded by Case. Motion was carried. Negotiate for next year, due in August for upcoming budget.
JOYCE PAVILLION: Mr. Matt Burke brought a pavilion project at Tuller Field fully funded by a private individual. This Pavilion would also host as a batting cage and pitching. Will be located on backside of fence and also borders Bockman’s car lot. A motion was made by Alsworth and seconded by Graves to approve the preliminary design and allow them to move forward with the project. Motion was approved.
BENECARE: A motion was made by Case, seconded by Graves for Supervisor Alsworth to sign the new 2022-2023 Insurance renewal with Benecare for Univera Bronze 3. Motion was carried.

Miller exited the regular meeting at 8:20PM.
TECH/RFP: A motion was made by Graves, seconded Case to advertise an RFP for bid, be returned by June 8th board meeting, seconded by Case. Bids will be opened at the June 8th board meeting. Motion was carried.

WHEREAS, the Town of Wellsville resolved to authorize Bradley Thompson, Village of Wellsville Justice to act as lead agency applying for grants on behalf of the Town and Village of Wellsville from the Justice Court Assistance Program.

WHEREAS, on February 9, 2022 carried by Town Board motion, The Town of Wellsville agreed not to pursue further consideration for court renovations at the current shared Justice Court Facility with the Village of Wellsville because estimated financial liabilities for the project exceed cost expectations.

WHEREAS, the justice court assistance program funding grant in the 2020-2021 grant cycle was approved for $30,000.00 for the Town of Wellsville portion of the grant.

WHEREAS, $30,000.00 in grant funding monies approved for the Town of Wellsville portion of said J.C.A.P. Grant was paid to the Village of Wellsville (Acting as lead agent) by the funding agency.
