Supervisor Rinfrette called the Meeting to order at 5:00PM followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.  
Motion made by Councilman Little, seconded by Councilman Newbury to accept August Monthly Minutes and Special Meeting Minutes as written. All voting yes, Motion carried. 

Motion made by Councilman Little, seconded by Councilman Newbury to pay bills presented.

Monthly Written Reports:  The Town Clerk, Rentals Report, Hwy Report, Supervisor Financial Report, Dog Control Report and CEO/Building Report were distributed and reviewed.
Correspondence: 
1)NYS Dept of Agriculture inspection report for SPCA. Facility failed, in need of a few repairs, inspect in 30 days. 2)SPCA contract with Town of Carrollton for kenneling dogs for dog control officer. 3) Article on the Cemetery Proposal by NYS for Towns. 3)Planning Board Member-Mike Rogozinski letter of Resignation effective immediately. 
Motion made by Councilman Little, seconded by Councilman Newbury to authorize Supervisor Rinfrette to sign SPCA contract, through 12/31/2022. All voting yes, Motion carried. 
Motion made by Councilman Newbury, seconded by Councilman Little to authorize Clerk Carlson, to write a letter to NYS on the proposal and what it will do to small towns on behalf of the Town of Carrollton Board. 

All voting yes, Motion carried. 
Motion made by Councilman Little, seconded by Councilman Newbury to accept the Resignation of Mike Rogozinski as a Planning Board Member effective 09/19/2022. 

Councilman Little suggested a few residents that had shown interest in the Planning Board. Clerk Carlson stated that the residents will need to apply/letter of interest and should completely understand what the Planning Board does. 
CWO Rick Dixon: reported he is trying to touch base with Moody. He is working on extra Water dept. paperwork that is requested by the State. Will be removing the UV Lights at the end of October. 
Rick informed the Board he had a resident ask about water/sewer hook up in the Hamlet. Rick reviewed the policy for the hookup, and the fee. The only draw back is that it is so the resident can supply it to his camper. Which the Town has a local law that covers campers and timelines, and special use permits. The Board discussed this and told Rick he needs to let the owner know the details if he using it for the camper. 
Cemetery-Rick presented one quote from Burt Young Sales, he had a few more quotes in his office for gas and another style diesel. The Board discussed with Rick which would be better and efficient. Rick stated he would drop off the other quotes at the Town Office. He stated they could probably get by with the mower he has been using, but it is hard to use between the headstones. 
PB Chair Wendy Johnston: provided the Board with the PB Meeting Minutes for September.   She reported they are picking apart the Town Ordinances/ Land Use Management Plan and Comprehensive Plan. It requires time and concentration because you are reviewing each plan to coordinate them all to flow the same and see what needs to be updated. Plus understanding each part. They are looking into sending out a survey to all of the Town of Carrollton residents to answer a few questions associated with ordinances etc. Wendy updated on Rt 1030 Rte. 219 (campground), from her standpoint, as she is working on the packet that will be up for review this October. At this point the property owner is still working on complying with the stipulations that were required to be awarded the Special Use Variance, and it was to be reviewed in one year from Oct. 2021. 

Clerk Carlson stated that John Krist, CEO had sent out a certified to them as well. The County is also waiting on hearing back from the property owners for the portion that is required to them. 
Bookkeeper -Diane Frick reported that the Building Renovation CD was up for renewal or withdrawal on 09/01/2022 with a 10-day grace period. She had informed the Board previously. As directed, she did cash in the CD to be used for 641 Main Renovations when ready to do so.  
Diane also reported the Board needs to remove Keli Rounsville as Primary Administrator and make her (Diane)Primary Administrator on the Quick Books Payroll Program. At this point, her hands are tied as to what she can and can’t do without doing this action. 

Diane informed the Board she has signed up to take a 3-day governmental accounting class online with the NYS Comptroller Office in October.

Motion made by Councilman Newbury, seconded by Councilman Little to remove Keli Rounsville, previous Town of Carrollton Bookkeeper as the Primary Administrator for the Quick Books Account. All voting yes, Motion carried.

Motion made by Councilman Newbury, seconded by Councilman Little to designate Diane N. Frick, Town of Carrollton Bookkeeper as the Primary Administrator, and Robert Rinfrette Town of Carrollton Supervisor on Quick Books Account.   All voting yes, Motion carried.

Resolution 21-2022 Title: “Resolution Authorizing Application For Funds From The Justice Court Assistance Program.” 
Motion made by Councilman Newbury, seconded by Councilman 
Resolved, The Board of the Town of Carrollton authorized the Carrollton Town court to apply for a JCAP grant in the 2022-2023 grant cycle up to $30,000.  Resolution adopted on September 20, 2022, at the Town of Carrollton Regular Monthly Meeting.  Ayes: Supervisor Robert Rinfrette, Councilman Jay Little, Councilman Dan Newbury. Noes: N/A. Absent: Councilman Ralph Bottone, Councilman David Barger. 
Rentals Report-Clerk Carlson -nothing to report at this time, no new rentals, no move outs. Do have a few birthday parties coming up. Interests in renting gym for practices for BYBL, but nothing confirmed. Income to date for Rentals for the year as handed out is: 29,997.00 including mailbox rental. 
Water/Sewer Dept -Clerk Carlson reported the October Water/Sewer 2 billing will be mailed in the 1st week of October, it will be the final billing for 2022 income. Outstanding bills for Water $10,156.07 and Sewer 2 $11,665.37 including penalties to date, before the October bills are applied. Outstanding Sewer 1 District 22,505.15 not including penalties to date. 
Open Forum: 

Tom Fenner Realty approached the Board about the most recent proposal of the building. The interested party is interested mainly in the Gymnasium. Obviously would be purchasing the entire property. He is willing to rent out to the Town Office’s if needed, if sold and Town is not ready to move. If Town is not interested in selling at this time the interested party is interested in leasing the Gym out. This would however eliminate the extra renting of the gym. At this time the interested party is looking into what is available for grants, or help for the heating, and other utility repairs etc. 
Tom Fenner reviewed with the Board where the Town stands with the 640 Main Street property-lowered assessment is completed, land survey is completed. Still working on the baseball field situation. He and Supervisor Rinfrette has been working with Senator Giglio’s office on the grant that was received for that part of the property years back when it was a school. 
Tom Fenner requested that someone please contact him when the Board decides after discussing the possibility of selling to this interested party, leasing or ready to put back on the market. 

New Business: 
Assessor: After advertising in the Olean Times Herald classifieds for 3 days. Application received and Supervisor Rinfrette and Councilman Newbury met with the selected applicant. 
Resolution 22-2022: Title: Part-time Sole Assessor Appointment
Resolved, to appoint Christopher Holewinski as the part time Sole Assessor for the Town of Carrollton. This appointed position is filling the Term 10/01/2019-09/30/2025. All voting yes, Motion carried. 

Motion made by Councilman Little, seconded by Councilman Newbury
Resolution 23-2022: Title: Part-time Sole Assessor Salary
Motion made by Councilman Little, seconded by Councilman Newbury 
Resolved, to pay the new assessor at the start rate of $10,000 annually. All voting yes, motion carried. 
Old Business: 
641 Main Street: Councilman Little advised the Board he had been conversing with Attorney Eric Firkel as to the work for the old building. Firkel was to be attending our meeting and will be reviewing all the information stating all the work that is needed to be completed that was prepared for him. (Firkel not in attendance at this time) Rick Dixon reported that Jerry is still painting on days he has time. The bulbs and covers have been replaced. They have slowed down a bit on it, being the timeline has changed on the Town Offices moving into it. 
Confirmation from Councilman Little, Councilman Newbury, Supervisor Rinfrette that the Town Offices will remain at 640 Main Street through the end of this year and until further notice. 
Sign for Welcome to Limestone on entrance to Main Street-Clerk Carlson reported that Jerry Clark of “Sign DeSign of Westline” would be completing the sign. Design and colors had been chosen. Sign should be completed and delivered by end of week. 
Cemetery Sign: The Cemetery sign has also been removed to be repainted by Jerry Clark, who designed it originally. The cost is around $150.00.
Supervisor Rinfrette asked Rick about Core Samples being done on Parkside Drive previously. He stated they will need to be done for road repair over there. Rick said he thought they were done. Clerk Carlson stated she thought she remember Hwy Superintendent Mike Fox talking about it before when the repairs were talked about before. Supervisor Rinfrette will ask Hwy Superintendent Fox.
