Monthly Written Reports:  The Town Clerk, Rentals Report, Hwy Report, Justice Report, Supervisor/Bookkeeper Financial Report.
Clerk Report:

Clerk Carlson reported she has touched base with Sarah Phearsdorf from Southern Tier West, and she provided a Grant Writer. Clerk Carlson asked the Board if they are interested and stated Grant Writers look for Grants that would help benefit our Town. One grant may in turn pay off us securing a Grant Writer. Supervisor Rinfrette said he though Councilman Newbury is training for that. Clerk Carlson said he is not done with the courses yet, and Newbury confirmed that. Clerk Carlson said he may learn some tips from the person if that is possible. Town Board stated they were interested in having the Grant Writer attend a meeting. 
Rentals: Clerk Carlson provided the Fiscal Report to date. 1)Part’s R Us is paid through October 2021, behind to date 3 months. 2)No update from the Youth travel baseball coach that wanted to rent the gym Saturday nights for conditioning. 3)Bradford Youth Trap Team interested in renting gym for one day for a fundraiser doing Games, Raffles, and selling alcohol and need to know fee for using all day. I already advised I did not think alcohol is allowed in building. 
Town Board stated no alcohol on premises. 
4)Have not heard from the Youth football team as to any fees being paid as agreed to in 2021.  5)Unable to reset timer, fobs etc. Doyle Systems tech spent about 2 ours here trying to get through code. Advised to set up security with the Honeywell system they have, noted that the price is at least $2,000 plus. Stated at times like this we would not even get an on-site service call because they would be able to do on phone walk through. Clerk stated she has exhausted resources to adjust timer for the doors, and does not see it feasible to get keys out to all coaches. Requesting advisement on the situation. 
Town Board stated they are not interested in new security system for the Complex doors due to intentions of putting the Complex on Market again in the near future. Board discussed set the door to unlock manually by jarring the crash bar. Supervisor Rinfrette stated he would come down and lock the doors the nights needed after the Soccer practices. 
Complex Report: Councilman Newbury stated we are still waiting for a date on the elevator inspection.  

Clerk Carlson stated Hartford Steam Boiler will be here 02/04/2022 for external Boiler Inspection. 

Johnson Controls will be here on 1/31/2022 to do repair work per quote to bring Fire Alarm System into working condition. 
Water/Sewer Clerks Report: Sewer 1 payments coming in, many paying for year. W/S2-in middle of billing cycle.  Feb is next billing. 
Correspondence: 
1) Niagara Mohawk Contract for Liability of Use of Electric Poles for attaching decorations. 
2)Howard Winkler provided a revised pricing and contract to add outlets to the Main Street Bridge light poles. 

3)National Grid-Howard Winkler received Resolution 16-2021 Title: Authorization for National Grid to relocate 2 street lights in the Town of Carrollton, NY.  He is now requesting contract to be signed for National Grid to install 2 new wood distribution poles and transfer the 2 street lights at US-219 & Bailey Drive. Once received they will create a street light work order. Quote is good for 90 days.
Motion made by Councilman Bottone, seconded by Councilman Newbury to authorize Supervisor Rinfrette to sign the Contract for National Grid to for National Grid to install 2 new wood distribution poles and transfer the 2 street lights at US-219 & Bailey Drive. Once received they will create a street light work order. AYES: Councilman Bottone, Newbury, Supervisor Rinfrette. NOES: None. Absent: Councilman Little, Barger. Motion carried. 

Motion made by Councilman Bottone, seconded by Councilman Newbury to authorize Supervisor Rinfrette to sign Liability Contract for use of Niagara Mohawk electric poles for attaching decorations. Ayes: Councilman Bottone, Newbury, Supervisor Rinfrette. NOES: None. Absent: Councilman Little, Barger. Motion carried.
Clerk Carlson to provide Accord proof of Liability Insurance to Niagara Mohawk. 

Motion made by Councilman Newbury, seconded by Councilman Bottone to install outlets to the Main Street Bridge light poles for holiday decorating, authorizing Hwy Superintendent Mike Fox to set up the project with electrician, and make all necessary contacts needed to complete project.  AYES: Councilman Bottone, Newbury, Supervisor Rinfrette. NOES: None. Absent: Councilman Little, Barger. Motion carried. 

Jim Rounsville informed the Board he completed the project of getting all the street light information ready for the LED Lighting. They will be emailing a bill, then they will replace. The reimbursement incentives come after bill is paid. 
Hwy Superintendent Mike Fox: reviewed his monthly report and reported to the Board Carrollton was not selected for the funding through the 2021 Bridge New York program. He was trying to get funding for the Bridge on Main Street by Leonard Run. The Bridge was built in 1932 and needs replaced. He is now asking the Board to set up a meeting with the County, Bob Parker, Supervisor Rinfrette, himself and County Commissioner to come up with a plan. He stated it will be a lot of money to replace this Bridge but it has to be done. He is looking at the possibility of the County and Carrollton doing a trade of the Bridge for a portion of Chipmonk Rd. Councilman Bottone told Mike Fox that he’s in charge. Mike stated he will keep all informed.
PB Chair Wendy Johnston: Wendy stated they are almost ready to get the Veterans Flags Project rolling. PB Member Angela Fox-Jefferds is waiting on the information from the company selected to use. They will provide the flyers, details and payment information. 
CEO Lance Jobe: Lance reported the Special Use information from the Public Hearing was submitted to him. The Zoning Board passed the Salon without any comments against it. The property owner now has to provide and report to him for final inspections before it can be given a CO. 
Lance reported that he and Mike Soper are going to meet to come up with a way stay on top of the appearance tickets for Code Enforcement. 
Old Business: 
641 Main Street -Old Municipal Building Committee:
Councilman Bottone praised the Committee for continuing to move forward on the project and keeping him in the loop. Discussion of inside construction. Lance Jobe stated they called 3 contractors for estimates to get an idea of the specs required for Bids to bring the Public Building up to NYS Codes. Asbestos has been removed and roof patched to hold so work can be started inside. Furnace-looking into possibility of a second zone for heat control. Discussed how much of the work the Town Employees will do on their own. Bookkeeper-Keli Rounsville verified that the Town has 2 Building Fund CD’s that can be used for this project. A Roof Reserve Fund is still available, and we have already paid for ½ of the work on the roof already as a requirement to lock in the contractor. 
Electrical Inspector:

Councilman Little (not present) had requested to be on the agenda that the Electrical Inspector be paid for his work through Contractual. At this time the inspector is not paid for it. 
Motion made by Councilman Newbury, seconded by Councilman Bottone to pay the Electrical Inspector $20.00 dollars per electrical inspection through Contractual. The Electrical Inspector will submit a voucher for payment. AYES: Councilman Newbury, Councilman Bottone, Supervisor Rinfrette. NOES: none. Absent: Little, Barger. Motion carried. 
Dog Control 
Supervisor Rinfrette addressed the Dog Control Position. Councilman Bottone recused himself from the subject. 
He stated he has talked to everyone involved and, on the Board, and he would like to make it 2 part time people for the Dog Control Officers. He stated he felt that this would help to have someone around all the time. The pay would not change, it would stay as budgeted and the 2 people would split the pay monthly. He said he spoke to Angela Yeager who was appointed to the position in January Organizational Meeting. She had called him and said she decided she did not want it due to conflict of her job and personal reasons. Supervisor Rinfrette asked her if she would be interested in it if she were to share it with another part time person. He stated he has spoken to Dustin Bottone previous Dog Control Officer and he was willing to split the position with her. Angela then said that she would agree to work with him. 
Councilman Bottone again stated he is recusing himself. Councilman Newbury stated he would like the whole Board at the meeting to vote on it. Clerk Carlson we do have to have a Dog Control Officer in the Town. 

Supervisor Rinfrette requested Motion be made to split the part time position so as to have 2 Dog Control Officers on call. Councilman Bottone recused himself from all the voting. 

Motion made by Councilman Newbury, seconded by Supervisor Rinfrette to appoint 2 people to the position of Dog Control Officer splitting the 2022 Budgeted Salary amount. AYES: Supervisor Rinfrette, Councilman Newbury. NOES: none- Absent: Little, Barger. Recused: Bottone.
Motion made by Supervisor Rinfrette to appoint Dustin Bottone as the second part time Dog Control Officer for the year 2022.  AYES: Supervisor Rinfrette, Councilman Newbury. NOES: none- Absent: Little, Barger. Recused: Bottone.

New Business:

Bookkeeper Keli Rounsville requested a Motion to transfer $3,194.42 from Water to Capital Fund for a upcoming Bond Anticipation Note. 

Motion made by Councilman Bottone, seconded by Councilman Newbury to transfer $3,194.42 from Water to Capital fund to pay on Bond Anticipation Note due in January 2022. AYES: Councilman Bottone, Newbury, Supervisor Rinfrette. NOES: none. Absent: Councilman Little, Barger. Motion carried. 
Board of Assessment Review:
Clerk Carlson informed the Board that Keli Rounsville’s term has ended and is not interested in being reappointed. Brian Eaton has moved from the area and the term needs to be filled. 

Motion made by Councilman Newbury, seconded by Councilman Bottone to appoint Larry Carlson term 10/01/2020-09/30/2025 and James Rounsville to the Board of Assessment Review term:10/01/2021-09/30/2026. AYES: Councilman Newbury, Bottone, Supervisor Rinfrette. NOES: none. Absent: Councilman Little, Barger. Motion carried.
