APPROVAL TO PAY LEGAL FEES

WHEREAS, James Spacht has filed two complaints against the Town of Ripley with the New York State Division of Human Rights alleging unlawful discriminatory practices against him in violation of the New York State Human Rights Law, and  


WHEREAS, as named respondents in the two complaints, in addition to the Town of Ripley, James Spacht has included in the first complaint Rebecca Rowe Carvallo in her official capacity as Town Clerk and in the second complaint Douglas Bowen in his official capacity as Town Supervisor and Darwin Rowe in his official capacity as a consultant with the Town’s Water and Sewer Department, and 

WHEREAS, New York State Public Officers Law provides that the Town may provide for the defense and indemnification of its officers and employees, including its consultants, for acts which occurred in the scope of their duties, and 


WHEREAS, the two complaints specifically state that the alleged actions of the individuals were committed in their official capacities.


NOW THEREFORE, following a careful and thorough review of the matters, including the report of the investigation conducted by the law firm of Harris Beach, it is hereby


RESOLVED, that the Town of Ripley shall provide for the defense and indemnification of Rebecca Rowe Carvallo, Douglas Bowen, and Darwin Rowe with respect to the complaints filed by James Spacht with the New York State Division of Human Rights alleging unfair discriminatory practices.  
Resolution 88-2022 was introduced by Councilman Michael Rowe, Seconded by Councilman Chimera

ROLL CALL VOTE:   Mr. Henry YES, Mr. Chimera YES, Mr. Rowe YES, and Mr. Bowen RECUSED.  Carried 3 YES, 0 NAY, 1 RECUSED.
