Mayor Brewster stated that Shay presented documentation as the land being agricultural.  John Owens/Dog Warden said as of right now we don’t have the dog pound at the Town Barns we have a contract through the ASPSA for a total of 5 dogs, $125 impound fee.  He stated that if the Village would go with Town of Burns on an ordinance for dogs he could inforce but if the Village does own ordinance that the Village would have to get a Dog Warden.  John also spoke to Shay’s about their dogs being loose and not licensed. Michele asked did you site them for not being licensed he said no just a warning.
Old Business:
1. Dollar General-Water line
