Ambulance Chief Bill Crubaugh
Bill presented to the Board with documents from the State about the Senate Bill 8005/Assembly Bill 9005, 
the Fair Play Cost Recovery Bill, as inserted in the 2022-23 Enacted State Budget.  S.8005/A.9005 which takes effect on July 9, 2022 changes General Municipal Law, Section 209-b, to give volunteer fire companies and fire districts the option to bill for emergency medical services, which are generally provided in basic life support (BLS) ambulances by Emergency Medical Technicians (EMT) at the BLS level.  However those units and municipal entities are now required to enter into billing and financial recovery arrangements because they are now responsible for any bill resulting from an Advance Life Support (ALS) intercept provided by other agencies by EMT’s at the critical care or paramedic level. 
If you are a BLS transport service, you must contract with an ALS service provider.  Decide how you will pay for ALS services (fire department EMS billing or from the department budget, if you choose not to bill).  If you decide to bill for transport services, explore the best route to implement billing:  Third party EMS billing company or contract with an ALS service to do your billing or if your County provides ALS intercept services, consider having them do your billing.  Bill asked Mayor Brewster to have the Village Attorney look over the documents.
