Alsworth opened the meeting at 7:00 pm and led the pledge to the Flag.
Minutes:  Accepted as written with couple minor alterations a motion made by Graves, seconded by Miller. Motion was carried.
FINANCIAL REPORT: Accepted as presented
MUNICIPAL BUILDING: Alsworth stated he had a meeting with Brain Smith and Dan Helveston, getting prepared for students to return. Highway has prepared parking area, closer to final grade and dug sewer lines. HEP won materials needed for wire mesh, tubing. Overhead doors and concrete slabs are being prepared to go out to bid. Meetings in upcoming weeks.
HIGHWAY: 
A. Dyke repair Soil and Water returned plans; they were forwarded onto USDA. Should be         able to put out so bid soon, or an extension would need to be filed. 
B. Snow and Ice contract is due to be approved through County this week. Brian Smith provided a copy for the board to review. County will have a meeting in November and again in February and adjust payments, if need be, over fuel pricing fluctuations.
AIRPORT: A motion was made by Miller, seconded by Case to approve the following resolution.

The Federal Aviation Administration has offered a matching grant for work at the Wellsville Municipal Airport; AIP Grant Number 3-36-0121-039-2022, the project being described as 

The “Project” - Acquire 4.5 acres of land (North Hangars) for future development.

the Town of Wellsville desires to advance the Project by committing funds for the local match; funding shares being federal (FAA): $929,825.00 (90%); State $51,657.00 (5%); Local $51,657.00 (5%); and Total $1,033,139.00 and;

that the Town Supervisor of the Town of Wellsville is hereby authorized to execute all necessary Agreements on behalf of the Town of Wellsville with FAA (Federal Aviation Administration) in connection with the Project, and it is further

that a certified copy of this Resolution will be filed with the New York State and FAA (Federal Aviation Administration) by attaching it to any necessary Agreement in connection with the Project; and it is further

QUICKLEE’S: NYSDOT has some of the same concerns as the County Planning Board. Miller has been in contact with Lou Terragnoli, Director of Real Estate and Development, they have requested or started the traffic study. Will also be getting a written report from Lou when things have been completed. A traffic study could take up to 3-4 weeks.
BOARD MOTIONS:
A. A motion was made by Miller, seconded by Graves to transfer $130.461.14 from ARPA (Covid Relief) into Building Reserve account A230BR. Motion was carried.
B. A motion was made by Graves, seconded by Case to transfer monies received from FEMA for emergency repairs from General account to a new line item called Dike Repairs in the amount of $15,350.00. Motion was carried.
RFP: Graves stated that she does not feel comfortable making a decision on this matter, as funding has not been budgeted for year 2022. All department heads will need to budget this money in this coming year’s budget sessions. 
SUPERVISOR/COUNCILMEN REPORTS:

Graves: Town Justice was made aware of the JCAP Grant up to $30,000 to help with funding for new court facility. Graves stated that she would like support from the board to explore options for this grant and report back to the board.
Alsworth: Alfred State’s Mr. Dibble and Mr. Simons working diligently with an intent to apply for a Restore New York funding grant on the Barrel House that is on the WAG Trail. Asked for the Town to be a pass through/audit money. Supports their intent to apply. A motion was made by Case, seconded by Graves for Supervisor Alsworth to sign the intent to apply for Restore NY Funding Grand. Motion was carried.
