· OIC Auge - Police Department 
OIC Auge is requesting that the Part-time Police Officers receive a bigger raise than the 5% that was approved.  He cited the wages of several other agencies in the area that are paying considerably more than Ellicottville.  He cannot attract new officers and has trouble getting the existing part-timers to take shifts.  Supervisor McAndrew asked him to get together some comparisons to justify the raise and bring to the next meeting where a decision will be made.
· Scot Brumagin– Highway Department

Mr. Brumagin obtained a quote for a 2025 HV 607 4x2 SBA from Valley Fab under state bid. The Chassis was approximately $30,000 less than other quotes.  The total with equipment came to $158,995.91.  That price is good for 30 days.  Since it will take 1 to 11/2 years to build, he would like to order as soon as possible. The purchase of this patch/conveyor truck was in the budget.

Mr. Brumagin has arranged for two pieces of equipment to be sold at auction.  He has decided to get rid of the 601 International and keep the Peterbilt.
· Greg Keyser – Planning Department
A public hearing is scheduled for Monday on the Simmons Rd. Solar farm application.  The County will not be offering a PILOT agreement to Solar Farms at this time. They rejected the application so the Town will not make a decision on Monday; they will likely wait until the County comes back with a recommendation.   
Discussion followed on how to quantify the cost of disposal of solar panels and equipment after 20 years and bonding or letter of credit to cover the costs involved.
Attorney Pullen discussed NYS’s proposed legislation to phase out the sale of fossil fuel heating equipment in NYS. He will be drafting a letter for municipalities to consider sending to law makers in opposition of the legislation.
Mr. Keyser has been working on Cannabis Regulations and suggested the Short-term rental committee address Cannabis Regulations through zoning at their meetings.

· Kelly Fredrickson – Building Department
Mr. Fredrickson received 2 applications for the Assistant CEO position.  The first applicant had experience in planning but was not certified in building inspection.  The second applicant is a Certified and active Code Enforcement Officer and is familiar with the community.  Mr. Fredrickson recommended hiring him. The Village concurred that he would be a good hire at their last Board meeting
