Supervisor Rinfrette called the Meeting to order at 5:00PM followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.  
Motion made by Councilman Newbury, seconded by Councilman Barger to accept July Monthly Minutes and Special Meeting Minutes as written. All voting yes, Motion carried. 

Motion made by Councilman Barger, seconded by Councilman Newbury to pay bills presented.

Monthly Written Reports:  The Town Clerk, Rentals Report, Hwy Report, Supervisor Financial Report, Dog Control Report and CEO/Building Report were distributed and reviewed.
Highway Dept. Superintendent Mike Fox provided his monthly report for July. Listed several items that needed repaired.   
CWO Rick Dixon: reported he received his order that he placed using ARPA Funds. Informed Board he spoke to MDA Engineers about lines and they said they would attend meeting to talk about changes that needed to be made and provide quote. Rick stated they are the MDA Engineers we had when the water lines were originally put in. 
Cemetery-Rick stated not much is happening down there. Asked the Board if they have any information on the perpetual care cd amount and the date it is up for renewal. Supervisor Rinfrette said he looked into prices for the specs Rick gave and it is going to nearly $15,000.00. 
PB Chair Wendy Johnston: Wendy provided the Board with the PB Meeting for August.   Stated previous Board Chair Bob Wood attended the meeting and is interested in helping review the Land Use Management Plan, updating etc. He also addressed zoning questions, and that the zoning regulations went into effect in 2013. Previous to that the Planning Board had sent out a survey to all Town of Carrollton and based the regulations on the 23% response. PB Chair Stated this may be a good time for them to revisit the potential need for changes or corrections in the Town Zoning. PB Chair stated that the Board also had to address public concerns on the property at 1030 Rte. 219. And they did tell them that some concerns need to be addressed to the Town Board. 
Bookkeeper -Diane Frick reported that the Cemetery CD was up on 8/10/2022 with a 10-day grace period. She had informed the Board previously. Would like to know if the Board wants to cash in now or renew. 
Resolution 16-2022
Motion made by Councilman Newbury, seconded by Councilman Barger to cash in the Perpetual Cemetery CD at Northwest Bank and put in the General Cemetery Contractual Account. All Voting yes, Motion carried. 
AUD Update: Diane informed the Board she has had contact with the accountant hired in contract to work on catching up the AUD’s to date. She reported that she has not completed or resubmitted 2019 to date. 

Diane requested to move a portion -$14,424.00 of the 2nd Qtr Sales Tax to the Highway Dept to meet 2022 Budgeted Amount. 
Resolution 17-2022 

Motion made by Councilman Newbury, seconded by Councilman Barger to move $14,424.00 General A Fund Revenues 1120 to Highway DA 1120. All voting yes, Motion carried. 
Diane reported that the NYS Unemployment Insurance is requesting from Employers to pay into the Unemployment Insurance Fund that was depleted during COVID. The Town must make payment with 30 days in the amount of $332.10. 
Update on the Computer software program for the Bookkeeper QuickBooks program for Payroll has notified her that they will be making some subscription changes and to change our billing we will receive a $1,016.00 refund back to sign up for the annual subscription. We are doing monthly at this time.
Resolution 18-2022

Motion made by Councilman Newbury, seconded by Councilman Barger to enter the QuickBooks subscription for the Bookkeeper department. All voting yes, Motion carried. 
Rentals Report-Clerk Carlson reported there has not been any new rentals at this time. Councilman Newbury stated the Bradford Raptors had vacated the locker room storage space and aren’t using the football field. Clerk Carlson stated she was unaware of this; she had not been notified and will check into it. 
Water/Sewer Dept -Clerk Carlson reported the August Water/Sewer 2 billing went out, mailed out notices to customers that were highly delinquent on the bills, however the balance owed is stated on the billing every 2 months. Sewer 1 is coming in monthly and it is the same residents behind as it is every year. 
Open Forum: 

Jean McInroy and Lyn Niver addressed the Board on issues on the campground property near their residences. Loud noised after 11pm, underage drinking, and concerned on some Wetland issues. The fence that was promised between the neighbor next to campground still is not installed. Stated the Police have been called on a few different occasions. 
The Board stated that we do have Noise Ordinance in place, and after 11pm they are breaking it. Supervisor Rinfrette requested more information from the residents as to when they called the police. 

Tyler Robinson addressed the Board on the 573 Paton Drive property.  Clerk Carlson stated that a Letter was written by CEO John Krist, it was certified mail and received by the residents on July 27th, 2022. CEO Krist gave until August 5th for contact to be made to him and/or the Town Clerk on the issues addressed and to pick up a building permit. Clerk Carlson stated she has not heard from the owner and said CEO Krist told her that he had not heard from them either. The parking on the sidewalks is still going on. Clerk Carlson said that the Police should be called on that issue.  

New Business:
Budget Work Session dates are set for September 12th, at 1PM for the Water/Sewer Dept and September 14th,  at 1PM for the Highway Department. 
Old Business:

Assessor: position still vacant. Board agreed they would like all Board members to be present before discussing this position any further. 
Motion made by Councilman Newbury, seconded by Councilman Barger to set a Special Meeting for Personnel on August 24th at 10AM at the Municipal Complex. All voting yes, Motion carried. 
641 Main Street: Rick Dixon provided update as to what he and Jerry Peterson have been working on. Stated the ceiling lightbulbs have been replaced. Working on replacing ceiling tiles. The Board needs to decide what kind of floor is going in offices for clerks, and a counter for in the Town Clerks office. 
Sign for Welcome to Limestone on entrance to Main Street-Rick asked if there is any update as to contact information to get this started or has the Board decided to go another route. The Board agreed to contact Jerry Clark. Clerk Carlson will do the contacting.
