Alsworth opened the meeting at 7:00 pm and led the pledge to the Flag.
Minutes:  Accepted as written with a couple minor alterations motion made by Miller, seconded by Graves. Motion was carried.
COMMUNITY COMMENT: Katherine D’Ariano-Gordnier wanted to know where the Quicklee’s project is at. Miller stated they would be discussing this later in the meeting.
FINANCIAL REPORT: Accepted as presented
HIGHWAY: FEMA project is in the final steps for the Dyke. Waiting on final engineering. A special meeting will be called if needed to bid out.
PARK: Brian Smith asked the board to transfer monies from Cemetery reserve to pay for tree removal in Johnson Cemetery. A MOTION was made by Graves, seconded by Case to transfer $4000.00 from A230CCR to A8810.406 Cemetery Tree Removal. Motion was Carried.
Brian Smith requested a new line item to be created for Park Clerk for Danielle Osgood. Using monies left over from A7110.104 of $2,200.00. A motion was made by Case, seconded by Graves to create line item A7110.106 for Park clerk for $2,200.00. Motion was carried.
BOARD VACANCY: Alsworth asked if the board if they wanted to wait to fill the vacancy or if they would like to Appoint Jeff Ormsby contingent on winning primary. A motion was made by Miller, seconded by Case for Jeff Ormsby to be appointed to the vacant spot upon winning primary, effective July 1st if he chooses to accept the position and take oath of office. Motion was carried.
REVIEW OF AG DISTRICT #2: A motion was made by Case, Seconded by Graves for Supervisor Alsworth to sign allowing County to be lead agent on AG SEQR. Eight-year review of AG district # 2. Motion was carried.
AIRPORT: A motion was made by Miller, seconded by Case to transfer $7,400 from EA230CM to EA5610.201 to pay for door closer on main hangar, seal and repaint main parking lot and water filter system in SRE building. Motion was carried.
Fuel Farm upgrades will be coming soon.
QUICKLEE’S: Engineering group conducted a light study and that study determined it would not produce more than .2 lumens on the neighbor’s property.
TECH/RFP: A motion was made by Case, seconded by Miller to review the bid that were received by ACME Business and Data Branch to make sure they were both compatible. Motion was carried.
SUPERVISOR/COUNCILMAN REPORTS:

Alsworth: Further engineering plans were received by the board for new Municipal Building. Bid prospectus is being developed by ClerkPattersonLee for the next phase. Dan Helveston is working with Brain Smith to ensure grading, water/sewer hookups are completed prior to students returning to school.
A conversation was had with between Mr. Alsworth and Justice Brad Thompson on the Village moving forward with their court expansion. The Village would like to move forward with talks of the Town owned adjacent property being signed over to the Village. No further comments or decision were made at this time.
