Dog Control Officer:  Report was read aloud by Supervisor Gus Weber for the month of June. In the report DCO Waters stated that it has been a little slower this month. Warning tickets came in and he also ordered new appearance tickets. Magnets for his truck were order and received. New signs have been posted around town to license your dogs. Enumeration has started. The Town website has been updated with the new enumeration forms for dog licensing. Highway Report:  Highway Superintendent Jim Frungillo said this is their busy time. They have been grading and mowing shoulders. The guys replaced a pipe on Dyke Rd and have done some work on that road. They are planning to ground Baker Rd and let it sit for a year before they go back and oil and stone it next year. Jim said that he got a quote for Zebart to have them do the rust protection on the 2022 Dodge RAM for $1,000.00. A motion was made to accept the quote and give the go ahead to have Zebart do the rust protection on the truck by Matt Zengerle and seconded by Joe Kent.  Jim rented a vibratory roller for $3,500.00 a month. He would like the Town to eventually look in to purchasing a vibratory roller with a trailer. Jim has been pricing package deals. The Town received ARPA funding and we are a loud to use it for infrastructure. The total amount the Town received is $76,307.45.
