Title: A Local Law Adopted Pursuant to Section 277-1 of the Town Law of the State of New York, amending Local law 1 of 2014 Amending the Town of Carrollton Zoning Law. 

Pursuant to Town Law and Municipal Home Rule Law of the State of New York, the Town Board of the Town of Carrollton, County of Cattaraugus, State of New York does enact the following Local Law:

Section 1. Legislative Intent

It is the intent of this local law to Amend Local Law 1 of 2014, reclassifying the zoning of certain parcels located within the Town of Carrollton.  

Section 2.  Authority 

This local law is adopted pursuant to § 277-a of the Town Law of the State of New York.  

Section 3.  Amendments 

The Town Board of Carrollton hereby changes the zoning classifications of the following parcels as follows:

101.078-2-9 Residential to Business

101.070-1-7.8 Residential to Business

101.070-7.4 Residential to Business

Section 4.  Severability 

If a court determines that any clause, sentence, paragraph, subdivision, or part of this local law or the application thereof to any person, firm or corporation, or circumstance is invalid or unconstitutional, the court’s order or judgment shall not affect, impair, or invalidate the remainder of this local law, but shall be confined in its operation to the clause, sentence, paragraph, subdivision, or part of this local law or in its application to the person, individual, firm or corporation or circumstance, directly involved in the controversy in which such judgment or order shall be rendered. 

Section 5.  Effective date

This local law shall take effect immediately upon filing with the Secretary of State.
