Resolution 2-2022 Mosquito Contract for 2022 with Cattaraugus County
Motion made By Councilman Little, seconded by Councilman Newbury authorizing Supervisor Rinfrette to sign and release the Mosquito Spraying Contract for 2022, as budgeted. All voting yes, Motion carried. 

Resolution 3-2022 AUD Quote provided by Linda Twigg of Taxes, Etc 
Motion made by Councilman Little, seconded by Councilman Newbury to accept the quote dated 05/26/2022 totaling $8400.00 to complete 2019, 2020 and 2021 Annual Update Documents for the Town of Carrollton, authorizing Supervisor Rinfrette sign contract. All voting yes, Motion carried. 
Resolution 4-2022 Sales Tax Distribution Use

Motion made by Councilman Little, seconded by Councilman Newbury to use $8400.00 of the Quarterly Sales Tax Distribution to pay for the completion of the 2019, 2020, and 2021 Annual Update Documents for the Town of Carrollton. All voting yes, Motion carried. 
Resolution 5-2022 Appointment of Bookkeeper Diane Frick
Motion made by Councilman Little, seconded by Councilman Newbury appointing Diane Frick of Town of Carrollton to the Bookkeeper position, training to be effective immediately. 

Resolution 6-2022 Payment for Training of new Bookkeeper
Motion made by Councilman Newbury, seconded by Councilman Little to pay Diane Frick for training, while paying the Keli Rounsville, outgoing Bookkeeper as agreed upon by Keli Rounsville each $15.00 per hour and keep track of time until Diane Frick is trained and Keli Rounsville has vacated her position completely. All voting yes, Motion carried. 
Councilman Little suggested the Board should have the Financial Books audited, so the new Bookkeeper start with a clean slate. He stated to Supervisor Rinfrette and Bookkeeper Keli Rounsville to not be offended, just we have been through a few Town Supervisors, and Bookkeepers and the books have not been audited for several years. Keli Rounsville advised she is not sure there is money budgeted to do this, Clerk Julie Carlson said she would contact the Office of State Comptrollers and see if this would be able to be done through them. 
Councilman Little updated the Board on the Code Enforcement position and research of replacement. He said he has spoke to Chris John who is full-time in the Town of Allegany, and part-time in Portville. Mr. John said he would be willing to fill in temporarily. Clerk Julie Carlson asked if he is also Building Inspector qualified because we need that also, not just Code Enforcement. Councilman Little said he is not sure he would contact him and ask him. 

Supervisor Rinfrette stated he had talked with a retired Code Enforcement Officer and he went through the example and the process of a property maintenance issue. He stated that it was exactly the same process as previous CEO Lance Jobe had done. 

Councilman Little stated he would call Chris John again and see what exactly his qualifications are. 

Clerk Julie Carlson stated she had contacted Real Property Director-Dan Martonis to let him know the Board decided to have a local Assessor. Mr. Martonis stated his disappointment and what all the local Assessor would be required to do for schooling and his background. He stated that the County Assessor for our area is actually from Limestone and she was looking forward to having Limestone as one of her towns. 

Supervisor Rinfrette stated he had just received a phone call from District 6 Legislator Bob Parker and they are meeting on Tuesday, June 7 at the Complex to discuss the County Assessor/Local Assessor pros and cons.
