Correspondence: 1) NYS Dept of Agriculture & Markets-Reinspection of Catt. County SPCA facility 12/30/2022. 2) Casella Contract Information vs Beichner. 3) Catt. County ag & Farmland Protection Board Informational Letter. 
Monthly Written Reports:  Reviewed Town Justice Monthly report, Hwy Superintendent Report. 
Rentals Report: Clerk Carlson provided the updated income report for the Complex. Reviewed Casella Contract vs Beichner.  Conferred with Maintenance Jerry Peterson as to size of dumpster was appropriate. Casella had the best pricing -45yard dumpster with bi-weekly pickup is $62.00 Monthly. Contract effective 2/1/2023 for the year. 
Motion made by Councilman Newbury, 2nd by Councilman Burkett to use Casella Waste Services for the Municipality Trash Service effective Feb 1, 2023. Rinfrette-aye, Newbury-aye, Burkett-aye, Little-aye. Motion carried. 

Bookkeeper -Diane Frick -1) Payroll Vendors-provide spreadsheet of each company she has met with and she is recommending Complete Payroll for the Town Payroll Company. Diane expressed that in the Town’s best interest, she feels the Town should use a company to cover in case the she /bookkeeper would not be available for payroll.  She stated she will still have some work to do, submit payroll, etc.  Complete Payroll will put a Employee Handbook together according the NYS Labor laws and Town of Carrollton Policies to be available for the Town, once the Town has everything together for the Town policies, Union has their Contract. This Company does direct deposit. 2) Met with Comp Alliance- “Wright Insurance” to familiarize the town with the Comp Insurance.  3)CHIPS Re-imbursement was received in the Highway Dept fund -directly deposited without notification into the account. Money can now be transferred back to the General fund A391.3 from Highway A630.1.  4)2019 AUD-still no feedback from Linda Twigg. Diane has been making phone calls to meet with other accountants to continue on with 2020, 2021, 2022 AUD once 2019 is approved by the OSC Office.  
Motion made by Councilman Little, 2nd by Councilman Newbury to transfer from Highway Fund A630.1 to General Fund A391.3 $20,000. To. Rinfrette-aye, Newbury-aye, Burkett-aye, Little-aye. Motion carried. 

Motion made by Councilman Little, 2nd by Councilman Burkett to use Complete Payroll as the Town of Carrollton Payroll Company to be effective immediately. Rinfrette-aye, Newbury-aye, Burkett-aye, Little-aye. Motion carried. 

Highway Superintendent Fox-not present
Councilman Little informed the Board he met with GIS Services coordinator that Hwy Superintendent Mike Fox had previously talked to. They are willing to give 3 months trial through March and anyone who works for the Town can make it useful for their department. Councilman Little addressed CWO Rick Dixon as to using the system to put the main water/sewer line locations on so that if anything would happen, they would be readily available. Little said he felt for the fee of $650 for the year as long as it is going to be set up it would definitely be a useful tool for the Town. Fox already indicated he could use it to mark his department. He will help download on phones for CWO Rick Dixon and Hwy Superintendent Mike Fox to let them use the system to put their departments information on. Councilman Little stated that the coordinator said he would contact Hwy Superintendent Mike Fox to set it up. 
CWO Rick Dixon-provided Moody’s report. 1)Met with Moody, both pumps need pulled. Moody will be giving estimates. 2)Stated needs generator, bid is required. 3)He replaced pump on Main Street, not the electrical box yet. Working on old Municipal building, all water leaks fixed, fixed hot water heater. 4)2014 Truck is going for inspection at Mastel on Thursday. 5) Asked Board if hot water tank at old municipal building, can he purchase one. The Board all agreed he could purchase a hot water tank for old municipal building if needed. 
PB Chair Wendy Johnston: 1) January mtg-no quorum, no meeting. Board is working on the junk yard licenses that are issued in the Town and the trainings required by each member. Inquired as to who is listed for Junk Yard Licenses, and who issues them. Meetings are tentatively set to be held the 2nd Tuesday of each month. Clerk informed that the Board approves applicants after submitted. CEO Jobe stated he does not issue them, he also stated that the owners should be going through DEC also.  
Open Forum: 
Code Enforcement-CEO Lance Jobe: opened up to the Town Residents to hear the complaints if any. Issues on Paton Drive were discussed. Parking on sidewalks and along roadway. PB Chair Wendy Johnston brought up the stand still with Rt. 219 Property owner and the water tests that are supposed to conducted. Complaints of trash at residence piling up out of control on Route 219/Main Street. 
CEO Jobe 1) Confirmed with the Board and Wendy that J. Peterson, property owner on Rt. 219 that he can not issue a building permit to him until he has met all the requirements on the check list from the County. 2) Tarps on roofs-can send order of remedy. 3) Parking tickets, Supervisor Rinfrette said he would check into the ticketing. 3) NYS Local law-CEO Jobe stated that the Town of Carrollton Local laws for Property Maintenance are mirrored to the International Code NYS Local Laws. 573 Paton Drive is now out of the Town’s hands due to non-compliance, appearance date was in January, however the owner rescheduled for February 13th, 2023. The judge has the guidelines and all information on the owner to set the fines. 4) 597 Paton Drive was given a new Building Permit by previous CEO, so now Jobe has to check into where he is with this permit.5) can send out an Order of Remedy for Trash issue.  
Old Business: 1) Councilman Little suggested to the Board to look at to look at other options for the Town Offices. The Board agreed to discontinue the work on the old municipal building by Town employees until decision is made as to what the Board wants to do, stated to replace the hot water heater if needed. 
New Business: 1) Board addressed the Outdoor lighting. Lighting is very little at night and is a safety issue. CWO Rick Dixon stated there are lights that were installed however when we had them lit, the next-door neighbor complained so he and Brian Jacoby (Councilman at the time) took the bulbs out so the neighbor was satisfied. The Board discussed stated that a safety issue is more important than a neighbor complaining it is too bright at night. At least have them on during Soccer Season and Court nights. 
2)Appoint Councilman to fill vacancy left by David Barger. Board discussed people of interest. 

Asked the Public in attendance if anyone was interested. Lynn Case stood up and stated he is interested. The Board stated they will accept his letter of intent, and will advertise locally for the vacancy until February 1st, 2023 to be fair to the Public. Clerk verified it is up to the Board and the Supervisor for appointing position.
3) Grant Writer-Councilman Burkett stated he will look into finding out more Grant Writer information and fees and bring it back to the Board. He stated there has to be grants out there to help with a lot of the things we need. Handicap accessible restrooms, water meters. We need to at least investigate it.
